R Wells: that is the additional procurement that we'll be seeking beside this one. We cancelled the previous ITB due to 
responsiveness of issues. Prices are changing rapidly, so we had to move forward without them, and re-procure separately. 
P&C is ensuring we get what we need outside of this mechanism
-Question LCJ: we have been purchasing chemicals up to this point in emergency services
Correct, and they will continue to be used on a weekly basis; that is not abnormal, and we do this to ensure we have the 
available resources.
-CPO Horner: once we have the contract back to you we will present the ITB to the Board
-Question LCJ: is that chemical still being utilized?
R Wells: yes, we are having chlorine gas being utilized; although it is something that has been used for decades, there are 
risks involved to your point.
