SUBJECT PROPERTY & ZONING HISTORY

The subject property in its current configuration is the result of a lot combination (#1246279) that was administratively
approved in 2023. The subject property, comprising approximately 1.44 acres, has an underlying zoning of R-75
(Residential Medium Lot-75), but is also located within Tier 4 of the Scottdale Overlay District. Most development
standards for the subject property (lot area, width, setbacks, and permitted uses) are set by the Overlay, superseding the
standards set by the underlying zoning.

On March 22, 2024, the DeKalb County Planning Commission approved a Sketch Plat application (P-Plat #1246552) for a
major subdivision to create five (5) single-family lots fronting a new public Right-of-Way (ROW) that would extend
northwards from Rockbridge Road opposite of the existing Grove Mill Lane. Partially due to constraints surrounding
topography in the rear of the development site, the associated Land Development/Disturbance Permit (LDP #1247219) was
terminated at the request of the applicant.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION

The applicant, Shauna Edwards, proposes a minor subdivision that would result in the creation of three (3) single-family
detached dwellings. These dwellings would each front Rockbridge Road, a major arterial, and be served by individual
driveways. A sidewalk will be extended from an existing sidewalk to the east; street trees and pedestrian-level street lighting
matching existing conditions will also be provided.
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Sec. 14-96. - Standards for approval of Sketch Plats; approved Preliminary Plats.
(a) The Planning Commission shall not approve a Sketch Plat unless it is found that:

1) Provisions have been made for a water supply system that is sufficient in terms of quantity,
dependability, and quality for purposes of health, emergency, and adequate fire protection for the
subdivision proposed;

2) If a public sewage system is proposed, adequate provision has been made for such a system and, if other
methods of sewage disposal are proposed, that such systems will comply with federal, state, and local laws
and regulations;

4) The proposed subdivision is designed to avoid areas of flood plains, watercourses, wetlands, exceptional
or specimen trees or woodlands;
