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 The 2010 URISA/NENA Conference was very 

enlightening concerning addressing and GIS as a 

whole. The highlight of the  conference concerned 

the New Generation E-911 and Addressing, the 

clear understanding of what the MSAG (Master 

Street Address Guide) is and how it relates to the 

ANI/ALI, (Automated Number Indicator/Automated 

Location Indicator) System. Also, how it relates to 

the centerline and addressing points that relates to 

E-911.  I also  learned that each Public Safety 

Answering Point (PSAP) has a ESN (Emergency 

Service Numbers) assigned to each address. The New  

Generation E-911 will provide the location of all 

calls and support all service providers from Police 

Departments, Emergency Management Service, 

Fire, Water and Sewer, Animal Control, Roads, 

Department of Transportation and other service 

providers.  

 
 The 2010 URISA/NENA Conference was very 

interesting. It was filled with GIS addressing  

professionals with many years of experience in the 

field as well as emergency responders. What I 

found to be most valuable was the N-G 9-1-1 

(Next Generation 9-1-1). It will allow emergency 

callers who place 9-1-1 phone calls from their cell 

phones to be located faster than usual. The cell 

phone will send LATITUDE and LONGITUDE data, 

as well as other associated data that will allow 

emergency responders to find the caller’s exact 

location.  
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
